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THREE TIMES MAYOR,
ALDERMAN ' EDWARD JOHN, ‘ 

OF COWBRIDGE. ‘

Alderman Edward , John, three times i 
Mayor of Cowbridge, and one of the most 
fwniliur and lovable figures in the Vale 
of Glamorgan, passed away on Thursday 
In his eighty-first year. On Saturday last 
hi attended a meeting of the Bridgend and 
Cov,-bridge. Board of Guardians, and was 
taken ill the following day. Ho attained 
his eightieth birthday on March 20 last.
He leaves ono sou, Mr. William Henry 
John, who carries ofi the business at Cow- 
bridge. and one daughter, Mrs. Mary Lane. 
Mfs. .Davies (wife of Capt, C. HavioS), 
a grand-daughter, lived with him. and 
when lie was mayor of Cowbridge 
last year .earned out the duties of

mayoress. During her year of oiiieo a 
daughter was born, and this was made the . 
occasion of a pleasing ceremony by the 
many friends of the alderman, who showed 
their appreciation of his public work by 
presenting a silver cradle to his grand­
daughter and to hail him as a great-grand- 
fniher.

AVit'll his passing Cowbridge loses one of 
its oldest inhabitants. He had lived all 
his life in the Vale, and had a knowledge of 
the “ Garden of Wales," its history, and 
characteristics, needs and ambitions, which 
few men to-day could rival. His affection 
for the old boroügh. his nntive town, was 
intense, and ho never tired in promoting 
its interests. I t  is to him that Cowbridge 
owes many of the advantages it enjoys to­
day. From the time he entered public life 
he worked wholeheartedly for the public 
good, neither currying favour nor fearing 
ehmity.
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Alderman John, who started life as a 
jobbing gardener, and married at the com­
paratively early uge of 22, built up a pros­
perous business as an agricultural implc- 

f merit and seed merchant. In 1887 he won 
his first contest for a seat on the Cowbridge 
Town Council, of which he remained a 
member to the time of his death. He 
became alderman, and served as 
mayor in 1888-9, 1890-1, and 1919-20.
Ho ẁüs keenly interested in local charities 
and obtained many reforms. He gave 
evidence before the Charity Commissioners 
and played a conspicuous part in getting 
renewed the charter of the old borough, 
giving evidence for that purpose before Sir 
Charlc Dilke’s Commission on Unreformed 
Corporations in 1884. In  1887, the same 
year as the alderman entered the eouucil- 
chamber as a councillor, the charter was 
renewed. . The avenue of trees which 
adorns the main street of .Cowbridge was 
a "iff from the alderman many years ago.

Since 1881 Alderman John had been p 
member of the Bridgend and Cowbridge 
Board of Guardians, and was the 
oldest' member. He was also a mem­
ber of the assessment committee and 
of the old school hoard, and up to the last 
evinced keen interest in education. For 
2t yearsj he had been a governor of the 
University College, was a governor of the 
Cowbridge Grammar School, and of 
the Girls’ Intermediate School, and a 
member of the Pontyclun Group of School 
Managers. ■. .

Glamorgan agriculturists will sadly miss 
him, Hq tool? an active part in the

t i ö t
tural Society, of which lie was made a life 
vice-president pt its last meeting1. The 
Cowbridge and County Farmers' Clqb had 
no keener member than he, pnd he had 
been connected with it from its formation; 
He was always an exhibitor at Royal and 
Bath and West Shows, and hgd attended 
forty of them.

Alderman John had tnanjr stories to tell 
about the' Cpwbridge; of his youth. He 
remembered - the old stocks and. some of 
their occupants; the old coach drivers who- 
ca-ino to and passed through Cowbridge, and 
prisoners as they were brought for trial at 
the quarter sessions, then held at Cow­
bridge. These prisoners were brought by 
coach and were chained together. Forty- 
two cells in which they used to he confined 
still exist on the site of the present Town- 
hall. Deceased was an Oddfellow, and was 
at the time Of his election as a delegate to 
the A.M.C. the youngest delegate in the 
Unity and the 'youngest C.S. Ho was 
■proud of his Radicalism, though in màny 
things'he was-strongly Conservative, and 
withal had Labour sympathies. , •
